Pervious paving





Pervious paving (or porous paving) is designed to leak. It has openings so storm water runs through the top surface and slowly percolates into the soil underneath. Usually, there is a deep gravel layer under the paving. Spaces between the stones act as a temporary reservoir, giving water a place to pool during storms. Controlling runoff this way reduces flooding, recharges the ground water (which supplies streams and wells), and keeps pollutants out of Puget Sound.
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Made of Portland cement and gravel, minus the sand found in standard concrete.


Has a rough texture, similar to rice cakes.


Sold by ready-mix concrete companies. Wet mix is very stiff, so installation requires a trained crew with special equipment.


Kitsap County price: About $100 a cubic yard (similar to standard concrete), but the installed cost is higher, about $6 to $10 per square foot.





Pervious concrete





Porous asphalt





Made of standard bituminous asphalt plus uniform-size gravel, without fine particles.


Has a rougher texture than standard asphalt.


Available from companies that install standard asphalt paving. Doesn’t require special installation methods or equipment. 


Kitsap County price: around $3.50 per square foot (including base gravel) vs. $2 for standard asphalt.
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Consists of a gravel base topped with filter fabric and a plastic grid about 1 inch high, then a surface layer of finer gravel, or sand plus grass seed.


Grid structure supports vehicles and keeps the surface from compacting, so it remains porous.


An easy DIY project, or hire a landscaper.


Kitsap County price: $2.40 to $3 per square foot for grids; $5 to $6.50 per square foot installed.





Pervious pavers





Similar to standard concrete pavers but the shapes automatically create gaps between pieces. Some designs allow grass to grow in gaps.


Small projects can be DIY. Landscapers familiar with standard pavers can install large jobs, with a professional design based on soil analysis.


Kitsap County price: $3 to $4 per square foot for materials, $12 to $15 per square foot installed.
